When you choose your appointment on the system, please be aware that if an adult’s name is 
greyed out, it means that they are already booked to attend a meeting elsewhere. Please check 
your email confirmation carefully. Should you wish to make any changes and are unable to do so 
using the booking system, please contact the school office. 
 
Parents’ evenings are a two-way process so it would be really useful if you could take some time 
before the meeting to talk to your child about how they feel they are getting on. I will also be available 
at various times across the two evenings should you wish to raise any queries or concerns. To make 
an appointment for a specific time with myself, please contact the school office.
