Following our last letter, we have now finalised our bookings for our Year 6 residential trip to
London. We apologise that this stage has taken so long this year — we have had to manage a few
changes to the itinerary.

The children will stay at the Novotel, Brentford for two nights. They will see the sights from up high
on the London Eye, take a trip to Leicester Square for a meal at Pizza Express before a trip to the
cinema. They will dine out for a pre-theatre dinner at Byron Burgers before calling in to see Wicked
at the Apollo Theatre. They will also take a relaxing boat trip down the Thames, tour Parliament and
finally, visit Windsor Castle.

Dates for the trip are Tuesday 19*" May to Thursday 21t May 2026.

We will travel to and from London by coach, which will also transport us around the city and be at
our disposal for the duration of the trip.
